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Christmas Decoration

What you make:

A beautiful hanging decoration for Christmas
with a finished size of 6% inches square.

What you need:

background

front

7 inch square of batting
binding and hanging loops
stitchery

Fusible web

6 inch square of white fabric for stitchery

7 inch square of patterned fabric for decoration
7 inch square of red fabric for decoration back
2 inch by width of fabric strip of red fabric for
One skein of red stranded embroidery floss for

One red coat button (30mm/ 1% inch size)

Stitches used:

Backstitch
Colonial knot
Blanket stitch

IApprox 1% inch

What you do:

Trace the stitchery design (not the outside circle) onto the white fabric using
a wash away pen.

Using a backstitch and two strands of embroidery floss stitch around the
outline of the flower, swirl and leaf shape.

Stitch colonial knots where a dot is shown.

Draw a 6% inch square onto the paper side of fusible webbing.

Referring to pattern, position the circle within the centre of the fusible web-
bing square. There should be approximately 174 inches between the edge of
the circle and the square.

Iron fusible webbing circle within square onto reverse of 7 inch square of
patterned fabric for decoration front.

Carefully trim patterned fabric back to the edge of the fusible webbing and
cut away centre circle without cutting from the outside of the square.

Trim stitchery back to be 5 inches square.

Lay stitchery onto centre of 7 inch square of batting. Cover with patterned
fabric square ensuring that the stitchery is centred within the circle. Remove
paper backing and iron into place.

Stitch around circle with a blanket stitch. Stitch red coat button into place.
Cut a 7 inch square of fusible webbing. Iron it to the reverse of the red
backing fabric. Remove paper and iron to the back of batting/ stitchery.
Trim the whole thing to a 6% inch square.

Iron 2 inch binding strip in half lengthways with wrong sides together.
Matching raw edges stitch binding around front of decoration using a “inch
seam mitring the corners as you go.

Fold binding to back and stitch into place by hand.

Make two small loops from remaining binding strip and hand stitch in place.
